Therefore, in application of law, a Jurist cannot
be rigid on one stand in all situations without considering the objectives of Islamic
Shariah.

It also requires an analytic study in
the light of Quran and Sunnah. From this point of view, this paper undertakes to
establish textual evidences from the Shariah sources and analyze the relevant rulings
that have already been established based on this maxim by the companions of the

prophet and the prominent scholars of various schools of thought.

For developing one's writing skills
personally or academically, technology can be used as a significant tool that has become an
inevitable part of everyone’s lifesince the COVID-19 pandemicperiod all over the world. Its role
in the teaching-learning process has been significant both during and after the pandemic.
However, there are some socio-economic and personal issues while learning language skills in
general and writing skills in particular. Writing skills are considered to be one of the most
challenging skills in language acquisition. Teachers / Instructors need to give special attention
to the learners when training their creative writing skills in Arabic. To motivate and train
students to develop writing skills in Arabic, the implementation of creativity in writing seems
to play a significant role in increasing their interest and learning outcomes. Moreover, the
activity-based approach to teaching writing skills has evolved post-pandemic. The process of
writing creatively in Arabic is always challenging for MSA learners. The selected learners are
good at using their mother tongue to write creatively. Through their creative writings, their
thoughts and ideas can be expanded. In this study, the researcher tested ten classroom
activities to develop creative writing skills in Arabic for MSA learners. The effectiveness of
teaching any language skills can be influenced by the innovative pedagogical strategies used by
teachers and students’ enthusiasm for their language learning. Every learner requires a special
focus when it comes to writing skills, which is one of the difficult skills in LSRW. This study
explores the possibility of developing the Arabic creative writing skills of the select MSA

learners at Jamal Mohamed College.
Review of Literature

This section deals with the work(s) already done in the related area of an activity-
basedapproach to teaching creative writing skills in Arabic. It examines scholarly papers on
the use of activity-based approaches in teaching creative writing skills in general and to MSA

learners in particular.
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In his paper, Ahamed Salih demonstrates how to develop short story writing skills for
first-year middle school students by preparing a program based on blended learning. The
research problem was defined asthe weakness of short story writing skills for first-yearmiddle
school students. To verify the validity and reliability of the tools, the researcher applied the
methodology to a sample group of 40 students, where the research group was divided into 20
students for the experimental group and 20 students for the control group. The research

concluded with recommendations and suggestions.

In his article, Muhammad Yunus Anis elaborates on the fundamental issues:the first was
the application of the WSQA methodto a simple sentence (nominal sentence) in Arabic, and the
second was the enhancement of writing abilities for employees and workers using the WSQA

method as an effort to improve the quality of labour demands.

In the year 2000, Hassan Ahmed Muslim conducted a study to identify the effectiveness
of the program proposed to develop creative writing skills while composing essays,
translations, and descriptions. To achieve this objective, a creative writing test was conducted
in each of the essays, translations, and descriptions. Then he developed a program in the form
of training appointments and chose three experimental groups of male and female students
from higher secondary first-year classes. One group studied creative writing in essays, the
second group in translations, and the third group in descriptions. The study concluded that the
program prepared by Hasan Ahmed Muslim was effective in developing creative writing skills
in essays, translations, and descriptions. The progress of the students in essay writing was
better than their translations and descriptions. The study also found that there were no

differences in creative writing skills between male and female students.

Eman Muhammad Sabry conducted a study to identify the effectiveness of Arabic
language teaching in an integrative structure mainly focusing on developing the skills of
creative writingamongsthigher secondaryschool students.To achieve thisgoal, she developed
a program for integration between the arts of the Arabic language and a criterion for creative
writing in two equivalent forms. Then she chose a group of second-year preparatory students,
applied the creative writing test to them, and divided them into two groups, an experimental

group that studied the program prepared by the researcher, and a control group that studied
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using the traditional method. Then she applied the methodology for the creative writing testin
its second form. The study found an improvementin the level of performance of the students
in the experimental group compared to the performance of the students in the control group
in terms of creative writing skills, which indicates the effectiveness of the integration of the

arts and the Arabiclanguage in developing creative writing skills.

In the year 2005, Salwa Hassan Muhammad, identified the effectiveness of educational
activities accompanying the development of creative writing skills among higher secondary
first-year students. To achieve this goal, a creative writing test and a program in educational
activities (school library - school journalism) were built and applied to a group of higher

secondary first-yearstudents. The study found an improvementin the performance level of the

students. Those who used the school press and the school library in creative writing

skills had superior skills than the students who did not use them.

IsopSyafei and Aini Ummu Syukriy conducted a study to ascertain the Arabic language
instructor’s usage of creative board media to help students’ Arabic writing skills at the Islamic
senior high school of P.B. Soedirman 1 Bekasi. This study used an experimental methodology.
Students from class X KBC (KelompokBelajarCepat - Fast Learning Group) majoring in social
studies (16 students) and class X students majoring in science are the study's subjects (22
students). In this assignment project, documentation is the method of data collection. The
researcher makes use of deductive analytical tools when examining the data. The findings
demonstrated that: 1) the Arabic instructor made an effort to employ efficient and effective
media during the learning process; 2) students might also gain from using the Creative Board
media to increase their enthusiasm for practising Arabic writing. Therefore, it is understood
that applying creative board media in the process of learning a foreign language is extremely
possible. Students’ Arabic writing abilities were enhanced by Bekasi using innovative board

media.

In his research, Ghazali bin Zainuddin aimed to devise an appropriate scale for creative
writing for Malaysian non-native Arabic speakers. The study created a creative writing scale

made up of 23 secondary talents grouped into three main constructs: aesthetic, structural, and
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cognitive. The scale items were validated by consulting a number of lecturers from Jordanian
and Malaysian universities, as well as a number of experts in the Jordanian Ministry of
Educationin the fields of Arabic language and literature, teaching methods, and assessment, to
get their opinions on the significance of these skills and their applicability to students who do
not speak Arabic as a first language. The study produced a list of creative writing abilities,
particularly for pupils who are not native Arabicspeakers.The experts considered the majority
oftheseabilitiestobe adequate, hence, it wasadvised that non-native Arabicspeakersuse them
as a tool for fieldwork in Arabic creative writing. In Malaysia, Ghazali set out to create an

acceptable scale for creative writing for non-native Arabic speakers.

In his article, Oday Abedan Salman Al-Jarrah aimed to identify creative writing
expression skills among the students of the Department of Arabic Language at the Faculty of
Educationfor Human Sciences, Karbala University. To achieveit, the researcher chose a sample
of 150 students from the Department of Arabic Language at the Faculty of Educationfor Human
Sciences, Karbala University. To measure the creative expression of students (the research
sample), the researcher prepared a scale to measure the skills of creative written expressions,
and it may be from (32) paragraphs, presented to the known psychometric characteristics.
After the introduction of statistical data in the program (Microsoft Excel), the statistical pouch
(Spss) reached the following results: 1-The weakness of the students of the Arabic language
department (the research sample) for the skills of creative writing expression in a general
perspective 2-The degree of weakness in the possession of (sample research) the skills of
creative writing expression, were more students than students who have less weakness than
studentsin creative writing expressionskills. After reaching the desired results, the researcher
made some recommendations. Further, some suggestions were also proposed to complement

his research and extension.

The impact of creative writing exercises on students’ achievements, attitudes toward
writing, and motivation was studied by GokcenGogen. A one-group pre-test-post-test
experimental design was used for the investigation. The sample of this study consisted of 630
pupils from the first, second, third, and fourth grades. The “Written Production Instruction”

(Turkel, 2011), “Writing Attitude Scale” (Yldz& Kaman, 2016), “The Scale of Writing Attitude”
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(SusarKrmz, 2009), and “Writing Motivation Scale” (Cantezer, 2014) are the tools used to
collect the study’s data. The findings demonstrated that engaging in creative writing exercises
has a favourable impact on students’ creative writing accomplishments, writing attitudes, and
motivation. To the best of the researchers’ knowledge, there aren’t many articles in the
literature that deal with the topic of developing Arabic writers through an activity-based
curriculum. The MSA students of Jamal Mohamed College were used in thisresearch since there

is aresearch void in this area.
Statement of Problems:

Teaching Arabic creative writing skills to non-native speakers of Arabic is always
challenging. It is not easy for teachers of Arabic to teach writing skills to native speakers of
Tamil. The teachers faced problems in training students for creative writing and making them
write creatively in Arabic for personal purposes. The teachers have been trying different
approaches to teaching Arabic writing skills and have found that most students have problems
learning to write personally in Arabic and express their creative thoughts freely in Arabic. The
same issue is found among the students of JMC who have no confidence and are hesitant in
writing creative sentencesin Arabic, and they need support through activity-based approaches.
Therefore, this study proposes the implementation of classroom activities as one of the task-
based approaches toward enhancing the Arabic writing skills of the selected learners at Jamal
Mohamed College. In addition, this study tries to find out whether or not implementing the

selected activities increases the students’ confidence and motivation to write in Arabic.
Hypothesis:

There is animprovementinlearning from the chosen students when specific classroom

activities are conducted in the classrooms while teaching creative writing skills in Arabic.
Research Questions:
This study was guided by three major research questions, which are listed below:

(i) How does implementation of classroom activities help students to develop their

creative writing skills in Arabic?
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(ii) How does implementation of classroom activities help students to practise creative

writing skills in Arabic?

iii) How does implementation of classroom activities help students to apply creative
thoughts in their daily lives?
Sampling:

Twenty learners were selected for this study. They were in their second year of M.A.
Arabic at Jamal Mohamed College. Twenty learners in the experimental group were
trainedusing the activity-based approach. They were tested in two phases as mentioned in the

research design. Ten classroom activities were implemented for ten days.
Sampling Procedure and Instructions:

There were 20 learners in the experimental group. The participants were informed
about the purpose of the study. They were briefed about the two steps they were totake in the
experimental stage. Firstly, ten activities were implemented to develop their creative writing
skills in Arabic, and secondly, they were given qualitative questionnaires to analyse their
creative writing skills in Arabic. They were also asked to contact the teachers through emails
and WhatsApp Messenger. The learners were invited to clear their doubts regarding creative

writing skills through a Q&A session during the study period.
Data Collection Method:
Only qualitative data were collected in this study.

Objective: To develop learners’ sentence-generation skills.

According to the study, MSA students could benefit from using an activity-based strategy to
improve their Arabic creative writing abilities. The following 10 assignments help students to
develop their creative writing skills in Arabic. These activities offer students a captivating and
intriguing opportunity to practise writing in an unstructured and creative manner. The
exercises motivate students to participate in discussions and activities because they are both

engaging and motivating. The use of such activities increases collaboration while
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simultaneouslyboosting healthy competitionin the classroom. Even though learning styles are
efficient, there are currently no studies in the literature that back up their use. Teachers should

consider the following (five) suggestions:

rights in Vienna confirmed that women rights were human rights.

Despite of these international provisions, the denial of women'’s basic rights is persistent
for instance, they made women's liberation disguised tool for exploitation of her body, they
reduced her status to use and throw policy, to concubines, to society butterflies on the pretext
of job temptation and for better settlement etc., luring them to meet their whims and desires
they are being exploited for the vested interests behind the colorful screen of art and culture
without being realized of where they are being haunted, looked like same feather flock

together.

This menace requires solid and unshaken commitment, perseverance, and right frame
of mind, utmost sincerity based upon informal and formal mechanism. At this grave and
deplorable stage, we must well comprehend that life is not the name of water tight

departments, its domains regulate in its entirety not any specific aspect of it.

Constitutional Rights: cherisher and protector for women

It is not denying the fact that every constitutional right is the cherisher and protector
for the women as well as to safeguard the modesty and chastity of the women. But in the name
of individual rights some unethical and immoral acts are going to be prevalent in Indian society

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Abstract

The positive impact of the violent revolution in the field of science did not leave the field
of linguistics in the 21st century. From the beginning of its emergence as a science until the
21st century, traditional linguistics, which considered the research conducted mainly on the
internal systems of the language to be sufficient, in the last quarter of the 21st century began
to turn its research direction to the research of new - new modern issues directly related to the
linguistics of the time.

Humanity now uses language not only as a means of communication and establishing
mutual social relations, but with the help of it, it reads and learns sources that provide
information about the life of the world and its various worlds, forms its scientific outlook
through these sources, and positively affects its life through the scientific experience gained
from such sources. began to see as a tool for bringing about changes, in a word, as an
"anthropocentric tool "

It can be said that the Holy Qur'an, which is the most primary source of the Islamic
religion, is becoming the source of the most researched and studied the same "anthropocentric
attention" of the language .

In this source, which can be used scientifically, you can get complete information about
the life of the world and its various worlds. The fact that the messages given to humanity several
decades ago through a number of scientific signs, logical symbols and signs are echoing in the
world of science today, this source is today's science. - is becoming the primary and main object
of science research. However, due to the fact that there are problems related to language
knowledge in the scientific community of this world, as in every era, there are two different
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ways of using the Holy Qur'an for those who aim to learn information from this Book in the
aspects they need:

1 First, after fully studying the language in which the Holy Qur'an was revealed, Arabic

Fushan with its 7 different dialects, and then refer to the Qur'an in its original language;
2 Learning the Holy Quran from its translations;

It should be recognized that Fusha (sl 4,21 the language of the Qur'an, is sharply
different from modern Arabic Hadith (a.x) 2.,211) which is the spoken language of today's

Arabs, and there are few mujtahid scholars who fully know Fusha, the Arabic of the Qur'an,
with its 7 different dialects, and various Taking into account the fact that even the Arabs who
live in the regions confuse this language with modern Arabic, they may not even understand
some of its words, and most importantly, it takes a lot of time to learn this language. they prefer
to refer to its translations into their own languages when forming their imaginations.

However, it should be noted at this point that the Holy Qur'an is the last message of
revelation sent to all mankind through the last messenger of God, Muhammad, may God bless
him and grant him peace.

Fatwas and rulings in Islamic law are taken only from its original source, that is, from
the Arabic text. The impossibility of expressing the meaning of the Holy Qur'an in another
language from the Arabic word and because the translations of the Qur'an are human products,
the translations of the Holy Qur'an cannot be the basis for a Shariah fatwa or evidence.

The main reason why Islamic scholars have come to such a scientific conclusion about
the translations of the Holy Quran is the fact that in most cases hatred and phobia towards
Islam and its Prophet are formed as a result of baseless, inappropriate and unscientific
conclusions made about the religion of Islam based on translations rather than the original text
of the Holy Quran.

In general, today there are 100 translations of the Holy Qur'an into various foreign
languages, but it is difficult to say that all of them are correct, adequate and objectively
translated from the point of view of essence and spirituality .

The main reason for this is that, there are almost no Qur'anic scholars among those who
translate this scripture into English, that most of the translators are representatives of a group
consisting of members of the Jewish-Christian missionary sectarians, Zionist politicians, deist
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orientalists, agnostic philosophers, and members of the fanatical group and radical movement
"raised" for their opposition to the pure Islamic faith, Moreover, while translating the Holy
Qur'an, they represent the meanings of the words inside the Quran relying not based on Fusha,
Arabic which is the original language of Quran, but the modern Arabic language, which is the
colloquial language among modern Arabs. Besides, they did not refer to the sciences of the
Qur'an at all during the translation process, and so on. A number of the following reasons
completely destroy our trust to these translations which they can be are an alternative, correct
and impartial implementation of the original text from a spiritual, religious-conceptual and
linguistic point of view. The dangerous part of the matter is that the "translations" of such
translators have the following goals:

1 To prevent non-Muslim English-speakers who are interested in Islam and start

studying it from the translations of the Holy Qur'an on their conversion into Islam by
negativizing their first ideas about the Holy Qur'an;

2 To expel young Muslims, who have insufficient Islamic knowledge, from Islam by

shaping doubts, suspicions over the scientific inspiration of the Holy Qur'an, and to form
atheistic, agnostic and deistic groups among them;

Taking into account the above two different factors, there is a need to translate the Holy
Qur'an on an objective and scientific basis in order not to "bait" non-Muslim communities and
young Muslims who are looking for the true religion to the western missionary elite who run
such dangerous proselytizing projects. At this point, taking into account that the translation of
the Holy Qur'an is not a professional individual work, but a very complex process of a collective
nature, it is very important for translators and linguists to cooperate with Qur'anic scholars in
this regard.

For this reason, in the second half of the 21st century, in order to theoretically eliminate
a number of such linguistic problems that may arise in the translation of the Holy Qur'an, and
to create close alternative translations of the Holy Qur'an, the science of translation studies,
which serves to scientifically interpret the verses of the Holy Qur'an, extract the relevant
content and essence from them. the integration of theoretical sciences with "Quran sciences"
and carrying out all theoretical processes related to the translation of the Qur'an in the
interrelationship of these two sciences is becoming a demand of the times.

The British Islamic scholar Muhammad Marmaduke Pickthall, who translated the Holy
Qur'an into English under the title "The Meaning of the Glorious Qur'an", also said that trying
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to translate the Holy Qur'an only through linguistic translation methods, trying to extract the
intended meaning from its original text, is as not easy as translating works of art that the
translation of the verses of the Holy Qur'an using only existing linguistic translation methods
may give rise to many questions and misunderstandings regarding the translation, therefore,
when translating the verses of the Holy Qur'an, first of all, the original meaning understood
from the verse should be clarified again through tafsir, tabdil or commentary in the Qur'anic
sciences. then he states in his translation that it would be appropriate to translate them into
other languages using translation methods.

In addition, as mentioned above, the Qur'an is "divine" only in its language of revelation,
and its translation in other languages is "human" i.e., the product of a translator, and since the
words and sentences used in the translation cannot fully express the Qur'anic terms, it is not
possible to obtain rulings and proofs in Sharia from the translations. There is an expert who
has tried himself in this field who does not deny that thinking or drawing a conclusion about
the verses of the Qur'an is a task that requires precision that relies on a very high level of
scientific-intellectual potential. In general, there are methods, styles and approaches that are
most often used by translators and orientalists of the western region in the translation of
artistic and historical works, such as linguacultural adaptation, linguistic amplification, and
grammatical compression. are using. However, as we have mentioned above, in translating the
Holy Qur'an, not applying the theoretical methods and techniques of translation studies, as well
as the Qur'anic sciences, the use of the above methods developed for the translation of artistic
and historical texts in the translation of the Holy Qur'an, leads to the emergence of a number of
theological defects and shortcomings in the translation and these shortcomings cause the level
of alternation of the text in the process of translation, the change of the original conceptual
image intended from the verse. We will demonstrate the validity of our reasoning through our
analysis of the translation of the Holy Qur'an, verse 19 of Surah Ali Imran, translated by the
method of Linguacultural adaptation.

The translation was done using the method of linguistic and cultural adaptation, which we have
given above as an example, because although the word "religion", which is part of the historical
historicisms, has a partial lexical alternative to the Qur'anic term "din", it does not give its exact
meaning from a conceptual point of view. See the table below:

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According to the definitions taken from the most frequently used explanatory
dictionaries in English, the word "religion" means "belief in the existence of God or Gods, or
some divine forces that are believed to rule the whole world and the universe", while "din"
means “a life program consisting of sent divine judgments, commandments, commands and
instructions, or a cultural way of life built according to God's judgments and commands”. From
this point of view, it turns out that the alternative word for the word "religion" is not "din", but
the Qur'anic word ¢l (Faith), which means "belief in the existence of God".

In addition to the above contents, the word "religion" includes "Considering the
traditional culture left by the ancestors as sacred, showing special respect and paying respect
to it!, Conscientiousness, observance of law and legality, moral obligation and the principles of

secularism,? the "holy soldiery" of the soldiers of the Roman army in front of their people.? It is

also necessary to take into account that there are a number of meanings such as oath.

From this point of view, dictionaries are not enough for the correct translation of the
word "din" which appears 98 times in various verses of the Holy Qur'an. In order to eliminate
the problematic issue in this situation and clarify the meaning of the word "din" in that verse,
we should refer to the following 2 types of Tafseer methods of the Holy Qur'an, because only
Allah knows the original meaning of His revelation and will be known His messenger as well to
whom the statement was explained.

1. Interpreting the Holy Qur'an with its essence;
2. Interpretation of the Holy Qur'an through Sahih Prophetic Hadiths

In one verse of the Holy Qur'an, Allah asks a rhetorical question about the meaning of a
word, and in another verse, he gives the definition and explanation of this word. Only, in the
example of the following Surah Imran verse 20 in the Holy Qur'an, Allah is teaching mankind
what "din" is through His Messenger Muhammad, may God bless him and grant him peace.*

If we pay attention to the content of the verse, it is said that din means surrendering the
soul, heart and life for Allah’s will and living based on His instructions, judgments and
commandments. Also, it is very important to refer to the hadiths of the Messenger of God
Muhammad, may God bless him and grant him peace, about the semantic meaning of the word
"din" for the interpretation of the Holy Qur'an based on its scientific method. We can witness
one of the comments and instructions given by the Prophet to the word "din" in the example of
the following hadith.

(Muhammad p.b.u.h) and companions who follow directly to the teachings of Messanger"

While commenting on this hadith, a number of hadith scholars said that the word al-
Nasihahu in this hadith, narrated by the companion Abu Rugayya Tamim ibn Aws Ad-Dari, may
God bless him and grant him peace, expresses the following 3 types of meaning from an
idiomatic point of view:

1. A call to Allah - Is a call to Allah's right and true path, affirming His existence, unity,

and that there is no god but He;

2. Call to the Book of Allah - a call to apply the Holy Qur'an to life;

3. Call to the Messenger of God - a call to follow the example life of the Messenger of

God, Muhammad, may God's blessed him, and to find the foundation of his Qur'an -

based acts;

In the example of the translation of a single verse of Surah Ali Imran above, the analysis
of the lexical alternative to the word "din" in English, the conclusion is that the words contained
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in the Holy Qur'an can be interpreted in two different lexical and lexical terms. Since the
dictionary interpretation of the words in the Holy Quran is not always enough to reveal the
meaning of the original text, the role and importance of referring to the Quranic sciences in
clarifying its conceptual meaning is incomparable.

At the same time these Sufi scholars have played a major role in contributing their
prose and poetry to the Islamic literature , The way of approach they had towards writing was
unique especially the Sufi saints in South India like the Karnataka, Tamil Nadu and Kerala and
Andhra Pradeshmany of the Sufi scholars in these areas used the vernacular language as a
way of writing in the literature it was in such a way that they were even mistaken for writing
Indian myths but they had the differentiation by mentioning the historic era and pieces of
evidence which is lacking in the myths. For example in Kerala there is a literary work called
MuhyiddinMaala as poetry was written by Qazi of Kozhikode, which in it comprises the
History of Sheikh Abdul Qadir Jeelani, the south Indian scholars used the vernacular local
languages in Islamic literature the sole reason behind such a way of approach to the literature
was to teach, to inform the non-Muslims about such SUFI SAINTS and their activities to uphold
the propagation of Islam towards other communities by which they will be easily able to
understand if it is being taught to them in their own local languages, unlike Ramayana and
Mahabharata which were depicted by Hindu scholars which do nothave any historical
evidence the Sufi scholars depicted real histories of Islamic Sufi saints of those eras and wrote
it as in prose and poetry forms of Indian style in which they elaborated the life style, which
teachings and preaching of particular Sufi saint pakshi paatu and Badr maala are alsoon such
literary works composed by the early South Indian Sufi scholars to let the people know the
I[slamic history and propagate and preach Islam to the people through the way of writing the
Indian mythology. Looking deeply in the contribution of the Sufi scholars in the Islamic
literature in a global sphere we see there are numerous Sufi scholars who haveplayed their
roles they have basically wrote on spirituality and mysticism like Jalaludeen Rumi.

Philosophical Discourses

Indeed, all the Sufi scholars were the masters of (ilm-ul-kalaam) metaphysics and
mysticism. Because of this involvement of them in this field most Sufi scholars indulged
themselves in philosophical discourse and metaphysical debates at that time. One such Sufi
scholar was ABUL HAKEEM THIRMIDHI he was known as the first scholar to invent this kind
of metaphysical thoughts and philosophical discourse as he was influenced by the Greek
philosophy and he has also excelled in the field of writing interpretations to Dream which is
known as ilm-ul-ta’abeer so the philosophical discourse and metaphysical discussions have a
huge place in SUFI discourses all these excellence of the Sufi scholars in such and such fields
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indicates that the Muslim scholars were the pioneers in the discussion of philosophy
metaphysics and (ILM-ul-kalam) in the respective time period this also shows the dynamism
of Islam or Muslim scholars toengage in these discussions too they were competing for the
Greek, Indian and Persian philosophers in these fields. Iman Abu Hamid Al-Ghazzali a
prominent scholar in philosophy at one stage of his life carried out comprehensive research on
Greek Philosophy, its later developments, and contributions made by Ibn Sina and Al- Farabi.
He also published his book ‘Maqasid al Falsafa’ in which he disproved the validity of arguments
of Greek Philosophy related to theology. (Jamali, 2021)!

Islamic Propagation

Apart from their contributions to the respective fields they have initiated a different
kind of organization known as Tariqa. These organizations called Tariqa are looked upon by
normal people in the perspective that they are a group or mass of Sufis wandering on the face
of the earth just to travel from place to place like nomads Where that is not the actual case but
these are organizations that have a deep connection with the sheik and mureed they also have
different hierarchies in this tariga system There will be a sheik who is a Sufi master and he has
many appointed representatives called Khalifa these khalifahs will preach and propagate and
will follow the correct ideas and regulations of their sheik and they will lead the people with
these ideas in different parts of the region and these khalifas have their own followers apart
from the appointed khalifahs the sheik has many followers called mureed. This kind of cedar-
styled organization is called Tariga. This Tariqa controls Muslim Mobility as sheriff Mardin
famous sociologist says he says the Tariqa is one such organization that controls Muslim
mobility in their respective places by using the Tariga Sufi scholars led many communities
towards Islam.?

Political Philosophy

By using Tariqa, they have actively engaged in spiritual, social, and political scenario
in different span of history. For example, if we take the most prominent tariqa Badhashiya this
was emerged during the Osmania khilafa starting from Suleiman sha his son Ertugrul and his
son Osman, in this time the Badhashisheik Haji Bairaan wali, and Fathima bhaji and SHEIKH
Edabali these Sufi leaders were political counselors of the Osmania family they also acted as

leadership under Osman, the Sufi scholars turned to become political and spiritual advisors and
teachers to the Osmania family. When we look at the situation in our Indian sub-continent after
the establishment of the Delhi sultanate many Sufi sheiks and their ideas and regulations and
their way of leadership was patronage by the respective Delhi sultanates at that time because
the sultans were aware of the power of the tariga and Sufi saints and by accepting their
guidance and advisory the sultans gainedhuge popularity among the Muslim masses sothe
sultans were ready to accept their guidance and at the same time, the Sufi Sheik utilized the
power of the sultans to propagate his ideas and to preach Islam in the respectiveplaces this was
the major connection between the Sufi sheikhs and the Muslim rulers at that time.

Islah- Reform Within the Community

In This way, many Sufi Scholars used the political power of the Muslim rulers to
propagate their ideas and brought reforms and revival among the Muslims. Two types of
reforms were made by these Sufi Saints 1. The propagation of Islam i.e., the Dawah to the
non-Islamic community 2. The Reform within the community is known as Islah. Because of the
endeavors of the Sufis the Muslim community got more purified at that time they used their
propagation within the community like Sheikh Jalaluddin Rumi, his teachings and propagations
were specifically on the Muslim community to make them good devoted Muslims to the lord
Likewise, majority of the Sufi sheiks propagated the reform within their own community, to
sum up, a huge revival and socialreform in the world by the Muslim people.

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Awrad e fathiyyah is one of the most popular works of Shahi Hamadan which he collected from
different scholars and Sufis. He claims to have collected these wazaif from almost 1400 saints
and he also got the sacred approval of Awrad from prophet Muhammad peace be upon him in
his dream as describes:

When I slept, I have dreamt of Prophet Muhammad peace be upon him, he took a

manuscript from his sacred sleeve and granted to me and said “oh my son, take this Fathiyya”
when I opened it was the same Awrad Fathiyya which I had compiled.

Awrad e Fathiyyah is one of the most popular works of Shah e Hamadan which he
bestowed to Kashmiri people for the revival of Islam. Awrad is very effective prayer collection
for spiritual and other objectives.

Educational Benefits of Awrad:

Education is the key part of growth and progress of human being. A book and a
compilation without educational benefits is incomplete and deficient. Awrad benefits the
people educationally to a very large extent:

e Itteaches a person way of supplication and praying before Allah which chronologically
begins with attributes of Allah and praises of prophet peace be upon him and eventually
dua.

e It also enlightens us about the attributes of Almighty Allah. All ninety-nine names of
Allah are mentioned in a very effective and persuasive way.

e There is also a repeated pattern of sound and systematic arrangement of words at the
end of the statement which provides an easy way to memorize the Awrad. Some
rhymical verses of Awrad for illustration are:

e It is an excellent booklet to know the basics of Arabic language as it provides the
fundamental teachings of Arabic grammar like morphology and syntax. If the Awrad is

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grammatically analyzed, it can be a wonderful source of knowing the fundamentals of
Arabic Language.

e Awrad provides a great exposure to new words and phrases, so it adds amazing words
to the wordbook and vocabulary.

e [tis the crux of all attributes of Almighty Allah mentioned in Quran and Ahadith.

e One can’t attain the level of Iman without knowing the elementary things. Knowledge is
the basic and primary thing before Iman. Therefore, Awrad first teaches knowledge and
then Iman.

Intellectual Benefits of Awrad:

A great and an excellent book benefits the readers and listeners intellectually to expand
cognitive mental stimulation and strengths brain exercising. By causing focus intensely on the
words, phrases and sentences, the brain takes significant amount of information and improves
critical thinking and analyzation. Awrad e Fathiyyah is one of the effective collections of
Hamadani which also provides a wonderful opportunity to develop intellectually. Some
intellectual benefits are as under:

e Awrad is the treatury of Tawheed, it teaches the real essence of Agaid mostly,
Ageedat AlTawheed and Ageedat AlRisala.

e The Awrad unravels the doors of Mercy after its recitation, which connects a reciter
to his Creator and eventually a person feels comfort and consolation as Allah says
"slall elas <0l Sy ¥ {verily, the hearts do find the happiness in the remembrance

of Allah}1
e There is the repetition of some words and verses, like a word Hasbuna Allah is
mentioned about 17 times in Awrad “ lieal W <0l i Gload <l bu_we Lisod <l bu_we

" Lde Ay oL 4bil L “Allah is suffient for us”; these repeated words can prevail the

sense of trust and reliance towards Allah. It could also protect against fear, anxiety
and tension.

¢ Hamadani implemented Awrad practically as it was being recited in the mornings
which eradicated the Hindu religious rituals chanted in the early mornings.
Therrefore, Shahi Hamadan initiated the recitation of few Azkar excerpted from two
rudimentary sources of knowledge; Quran and Hadith.

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Spiritual Benefits of Awrad:

A book which describes the worth and significance of human spirit and soul are more
powerful to impress the reader. The spiritual books also assist to improve the satisfaction level
which can make a person relaxed and calm down. The Awrad has also the capability of soothing
and improving the human spirit, some spiritual benefits of Awrad are:

e Awrad e Fathiyya begins with the sacred words M"ggdaall <l a3z i " which pushes the

reader to repent before his Lord and it creates a sense of strong determination to reform
himself.

e Daily recitation of Awrad solaces the human heart and soul as it is the full of guidance
towards lord which is the sign of pleasure and contentment.

e Awrad acts as a subsistence to our souls, thoughts and beliefs so one can aquire spiritual
inspiration and ultimate guidance through it.

e It purifies the human soul and thrusts him towards success ."LS3 ;e zl81 18" {indeed, he

succeeds who purifies his soul”.2 So, reciting, understanding and finally implementing
the Awrad can purify the heart from evil deeds and beliefs as it sows the seeds of real
faith and belief.

Conclusion:

A good book has multiple benefits simultaneously, Awrad is one of the virtuous books
which benefits educationally, intellectually and spiritually. With so many advantages of reciting
Awrad e Fathiyya, it should be an everyday occurrence to recite at least once a day. This study
attempted to rewiew some educational, intellectual and spiritual assets of Awrad e Fathiyyah
which could help to build a better framework and aid in understanding the teachings of Shahi
Hamadan to Muslims especially Kashmiri natives via Awrad e Fathiyyah.
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
